Valley Region Span K-8 #1 will relieve overcrowding
at Dyer Elementary School, Herrick Elementary
School, Hubbard Elementary School, Sylmar
Elementary School, Olive Vista Middle School and
San Fernando Middle School.

Timeline

From beginning to end, it takes approximately three
to six years to build a school. During this time, land
is selected, tested for environmental risk, pur-
chased and approved by several California state
agencies. The project timeline also allows for the
design and construction of the new school.
